Put the following pictures of the mummification process in order, from start to finish.  Then match the written descriptions with each picture.
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Wrap the arms and legs in linen and place magic amulets on the chest.
Remove the brain through the nose with a hook.
A picture of Osiris is painted on the mummy.
Cover the body in natron for 40 days.
A large cloth is wrapped around the entire mummy.

Wash the body with water from the Nile.
Stuff the inside of the body with sawdust and linen.
Make a cut along the left side of the body and remove the lungs, stomach, liver, and intestines.
Priests read spells to ward off evil spirts while the body is wrapped in linen from head to toe.
Insert bundles of natron packets inside the body.
More linen strips are glued to the body with resin (tree sap).
Place the internal organs into canopic jars.
The body is rubbed with spices and oil.
